Admissions Policy – Updated 08.06.2022
Statement 

We aim to ensure all sections of our community have access to the Preschool through open, fair and clearly communicated procedures. 

· We ensure the preschool is advertised in places accessible for all sections of the community. 

· We ensure information is accessible from home or the community by the way of leaflets, posters, social media, website and in spoken form.   

· If required, we will try to provide translated written information where language needs suggest it is required as well as access to an interpreter.  

· Where necessary we will endeavour to provide information in Braille and through British Sign Language. 

· We make our Inclusion and British Values policies widely known. 

Admission Information
· Buxton Preschool can accept Children from 2 years of age. 

· Our Preschool welcomes children regardless of gender, special needs, disabilities, backgrounds, religion, ethnicity or competence in spoken English and will liaise with families and other professionals as individual cases warrant. 
· We can accommodate children and / or parents with disabilities taking part in the Preschool setting.

· We monitor the gender and ethnic background of the children joining the group to ensure there is a representative of social diversity. 

· Children who cannot initially attend every session will be offered further sessions at a later date, provided there are places available. 

· Two year olds will initially be allocated up to 2 sessions per week with more than 2 sessions only being given if there are no other eligible children on the waiting list. 
· Priority for available places will be given to children over 3 in line with government guidance.
Ratios 
Buxton Preschool can take up to 24 children in one session. We usually run above government required ratios of 1 qualified member of staff to:

· Four 2 year olds

· Eight 3 year olds or older

However, in times of adversity Buxton Preschool will run in line with the above-mentioned government ratios. 

Funding

Local Authority funding (the universal entitlement) is available for all children from the term after their 3rd birthday.  Extended entitlement funding is available for eligible children from the term after their 3rd birthday.  We will endeavour to offer free 30-hour places to all 3- and 4-year-olds who are eligible to receive extended entitlement funding. 
Uniform

Buxton Preschool has an optional school uniform. This is a red T shirt and red sweatshirt, both bearing the preschool logo. 
Settling In Period
Parents/carers are welcome to stay at the first session or until they and the staff feel their child is settled and happy. 
Changing sessions / Termination of sessions 
If parents wish to change their child’s sessions they must discuss their request for changes with a member of staff.  We will try and accommodate changes if and when able to do so depending on the availability.  If you no longer require your child’s place or you wish to reduce the number of sessions attended we require 4 weeks written notice or 4 weeks’ fees in lieu of notice. 
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
